A\ CAUTION

» The crossbar is not designed to directly bear loads.

A\ CAUTION

- Always evenly distribute the luggage and appropriate crossbar attachment on the crossbar.
Do not load more than 100 Ibs.(45kg). Be careful that your vehicle does not exceed the Gross
Vehicle Weight Rating (GVWR) or its Gross Axle Weight Rating (GAWR Front and Rear).

The GVWR and GAWR are located on the Safety Compliance Certification Label (located on the
driver’'s door pillar). For more information regarding GVWR and GAWR, refer to “Technical and
Customer Information” .

Ensure both front and rear crossbars are installed correctly. See Installation Instructions for
details.

» Use care when placing or removing items on the crossbar.
If you cannot comfortably lift the items onto the crossbar from the ground, use a ladder or stool.

Precautions and points to check before driving

- Initially, there may be some loosening of the screws. Retighten the screws as necessary
(after driving approximately 60miles(100km)).

- Verify that the vehicle height with the crossbar attached is within limits before entering
tunnels or areas of restricted height such as parking garages.

7. Points to Check after Installation

(1) Check the tightness of the crossbar screws after installation.

(2) Gently wiggle the crossbar to check for problems. Verify that there are no noises or

movement when pushed and pulled.

(3) If you notice problems in steps 1-2, follow the installation instructions again.

(2) While aligned, install and fasten T-30 torx
bolts@® and Rear crossbar assembly® to
the roof rail mounting location as shown in
Figure 9.
